The article is devoted to the main issues of the methodological organization of laboratory
work performed by students independently on the topics “Adjective in the English language”
and “Word order in the English sentence” in the course “Theory of Grammar”. In particular,
four stages of students’ interaction with grammatical material contained in the text corpora
(explication, induction, implementation and summarization) are identified. The content of
each of the above-mentioned stages is described. Assessment criteria for the laboratory work
are proposed, which are based on the correctness of the data from the corpus presented in the
table; the accuracy of wording used for the interpretation of quantitative results; the validity
of findings.
