THE DIVERSITY OF LANDSCAPES IN CANADA.:
COMPARATIVE STUDIES

“If some countries have too much history, we have too much geography” —
said Canadian Prime Minister Mackenzie King. In fact, Canada occupies the
northern half of the North American continent, and it 1s the second largest country
in the world. Canada is surrounded by three oceans — the Pacific, the Arctic and the
Atlantic. No wonder the country's motto is “from sea to sea”. As a result, it has the
great diversity of landscapes.
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Canada 1s mainly divided into five regions: The Atlantic Region,Central
Canada, The Prairie Provinces, The West Coastand The Northern Territories.
The Atlantic Ocean brings mild winters and cool summers toThe Atlantic Region,
so landscape is recognizable with mix of pine forests, hills and dangerous rocky
cliffs. We can see the highest point, Mount Carleton in New Brunswick. Despite
cold, wet climates and acidic soils, 85 per cent of the province covered by
forest.On the other hand, The Prairie Provinces and The West Coasthave temperate
weatherdue to the warm airstreams from the Pacific Ocean. As for The Prairies,
here the land dramatically flattens and the mountains disappear. In the South-East
there 1s the rocky terrain of the Canadian Badlands in Alberta, but the landscape of
the northern region of the Prairies is considerably more hilly and forested. The
West Coast, on the contrary, 1s the most mountainous part of the country, defined
by the Coastal Range Mountains. In the south of British Columbia, between the
two Pacific mountain ranges, lies a small, warm, dry region rich in rich, green
valleys and grassy plains. And the last two contrast regions are Central and
Northern Canada. Central Canada is a mostly green landscape of rolling hills,
grassy fields, and forests topped by a barren and rocky north. What 1s more, it is
a part of a massive geographic land form known as the Canadian Shield and both
Ontario and Quebec are dotted with thousands of small lakes and rivers, they are
even bordered by four of the five Great Lakes. The coldest region in Canada is The
Northern Territories. 90 per cent of the land is strictly uninhabitable, a barren
wasteland of rock, ice and snow, it is also characterized by the presence of
Canadian Arctic tundra, which extends to Nunavut, Northwest Territories and
Yukon.

Canada 1is really diverse mainly because of the huge size of the country.
Unfortunately, a lot of people have stereotypes about Canada, for example, that is
a very cold country or the country of mountains. But in fact, Canada is a large
country, which has plenty of regions that characterized by great variety of
landscapes with unmatched beauty.
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
