WHAT A BELARUSIAN SHOULD BE WELL VERSED
WHILE VISITING AUSTRALIA
(a mini tour guide)

Have you ever dreamed of wvisiting Australia? The “island continent™
surrounded by the Indian and Pacific oceans is famous for the world’s largest coral
reef called The Great Barrier Reef. I want to introduce you to some exotic facts
you should be familiar with before going to this land.

First of all, I should mention Australian fauna. Over 80 % of the plants,
mammals, frogs, and reptiles are unique to Australia and cannot be found
anywhere else in the world. For this reason, protection of environment is a very
popular topic there, so leather jackets and natural furs are not in vogue.

Don’t you think Australia gets snow? The area of Australia that is covered by
snow in winter 1s larger than the area of Switzerland. Due to this the Australians
celebrate the second Christmas or as they call it “Christmas in July* for those who
came from the Northern Hemisphere so that they don’t feel neglected but deeply
experienced the true atmosphere of a snowy frosty Christmas.

Finally some words about culture and people. The first thing you will notice
1s that individualism in Australia 1s valued above all. In other words, the more a
person does not look like others, the better. In comparison, Belarus is believed to
be a collectivist country, it means that we rely on the norms of equality. Otherwise,
people belonging to individualistic cultures rely on the rules, justice among
themselves. Nevertheless, be sure you are likely to have a small talk with the locals
as they like it.

I might add that public transport is more expensive than in Belarus, although
the payment 1s different.

Besides, trains that travel in
the city and suburbs are called “metro”, but they do not go underground, only on
the surface.
