place of filming states to be New Zealand. Many of location of filming were
preserved to be the heritage, or legacy, of the iconic trilogy. Filming setups with
props and costumes left over after the shoot turned out to be one of biggest
tourists’ attractions in New Zealand’s history.

In 2001, with a “The Fellowship of the Ring” movie coming out, NZ’s
tourism industry turned upside down. From a country consisting of weirdly shaped
islands and visitors doubting the trip due to 11 hours flight from Hong Kong to a
place of unbelievable nature welcoming host of tourists every single year all thanks
to «Lord of Rings» filming setup.

With 3 LOTR films havingcome out, 3,6 million people per year (2018 research)
visit NZ as tourists, making tourism — NZ’s biggest export industry with almost
$25 billion (Am.) coming in annually.

A myriad number of tourists each year negatively affects NZ’s natural
resources. Tourists have touched onto some of the country’s most beautiful and
environmentally sensitive areas. Never-seen-before traffic jams appeared, and air
and water pollution level raised in some areas of the country due to an influx of
tourists coming in to see the LOTR filming setup.

The strategy “tourists give more than take™ gives a NZ’s Tolkien tourism
potential to prosper longer. Tax, new museums and arrangements to spread the
influx might help to better control the environmental issues caused by frequent
tourists flows.

With a COVID-19 pandemic affecting tourism worldwide, NZ’s Tolkien
tourism has been left without visitors in weeks. Nevertheless, on YouTube there is
a rise in interest to popular tourists’ attractions, as well as places of LOTR shoots.
Online tours might be not only a ‘plan B” for coronavirus-times, but also for saving
natural resources for the future.

With its ups and downs, ‘Lord of the Rings’ trilogy has remained a huge
interest and, definitely, a ‘gift” to NZ’s tourism potential. Tolkien tourism, as a
phenomenon, has given many places of NZ a new life, as well as given great tours,
and purpose to visit this unbelievable country, for LOTR’s lovers.
